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First Presentation: Top 10 Database Vulnerabilities and Threats 
The speaker will describe some of the sophisticated methods used in invading enterprise databases (e.g. Oracle, SQL Server, DB2, and Sybase) and the forensic evidence those attack methods leave behind. Attendees will learn about the techniques and tools available to collect forensic evidence after a database attack, and how to ensure that forensic data is viable for use in litigation support. The speaker will conclude by proposing essential steps IT managers can take to securely configure and maintain databases in order to avoid malicious breaches entirely. 
Second Presentation: Moving to a Cloud Computing Environment - Risks and Considerations 

Cloud computing is gaining traction within various organizations. As with any emerging technology, there is a high level of risk and uncertainty associated with choosing a Cloud provider and implementing such technology. This session addresses potential risks and the steps that auditors should consider for performing due diligence, vendor selection, assessing security risks and managing the implementation.
